e Straws
Plastic Containers:

e Containers for motor oil, vehicle lubricant, or antifreeze products
e Packaging labeled biodegradable or compostable

e Liquid-absorbing pads, e.g., in trays of meat, poultry, fish, etc.

e Plastic wrap

e Plastic blister packs e.g. plastic/foil protective packaging for chewing gum and pills
e Ceramic plant pots

e Lawn edging, tarps, plastic furniture, or toys

e Coat hangers (return to dry cleaners)
e Pots, pans, and baking trays

e Propane cylinders

e Metal toys

e Appliances

e Metal hardware or other scrap metal
e Wiring or metal cords, extension cords
e Steel beverage cans

Glass Bottles & Jars:

e Drinking glasses or dishes, cookware

e  Whole or broken window glass or mirrors
