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Important information 
The Town seeks to make ownership of e-bikes accessible to all our residents. If you are a Town of Eagle resident making up to 100% of the area median income, you are qualified for an e-bike rebate. To receive the rebate, you must commit to using the e-bike to replace trips otherwise taken by a gas- or diesel-powered vehicle. 
The rebate program will launch by June 15th, 2024 and close by December 31, 2024. 
Rebates will be issued on a first-come, first-served basis.
Rebate Amounts
The Town of Eagle will be offering post-sale rebates at two different levels based on applicant income level:
Low income (defined as total household income below 80% of the area median income (AMI) for Eagle County):
· $2,000 for e-bikes
· $3,000 for e-cargo bikes
· $4,000 for adaptive e-bikes
Moderate income (defined as total household income 80%-100% of the area median income (AMI) for Eagle County):
· $1,000 for e-bikes
· $2,000 for e-cargo bikes
· $3,000 for adaptive e-bikes
Rebate Rules
· Rebates will not exceed the total purchase price of the e-bike. 
· Rebates will not cover sales tax. 
· Rebates are limited to one per person and will be first come, first served.
· Applicants who already received the State of Colorado e-bike rebate are not eligible for the Town of Eagle rebate.
· Eligible receipts will show e-bike purchase on or after Jan. 1, 2024 and must be submitted within 90 days of purchase.
· Apply by December 31, 2024.
· All recipients will receive a 1099 tax form prior to tax season


Applicant Eligibility
· Applicants must be 18 years of age or older.
· Applicants must be Town of Eagle residents and be able to provide proof of residency.
· Applicants must meet low to moderate income requirements and be able to provide proof of income.

E-Bile Eligibility
Please review the information below to help answer ensure your e-bike purchase is eligible for a rebate.
E-Bike Classes
· Class 1 -  an electrical assisted bicycle equipped with a motor that provides assistance only when the rider is pedaling and that ceases to provide assistance when the bicycle reaches a speed of 20 mph
· Class 2 - an electrical assisted bicycle equipped with a motor that provides assistance regardless of whether the rider is pedaling but ceases to provide assistance when the bicycle reaches a speed of 20 mph
· Class 3 - an electrical assisted bicycle equipped with a motor that provides assistance only when the rider is pedaling and that ceases to provide assistance when the bicycle reaches a speed of 28 mph
E-Bikes must also meet the following criteria:
· Have two or three wheels and fully operable pedals
· Electric motor is 750 watts or less; may NOT be gasoline-powered

· Full-suspension mountain bikes are NOT eligible for this rebate
· No minimum purchase price; maximum retail price of $5,000
E-Cargo Bikes and Adaptive E-Bikes are eligible for rebates as well. Criteria for those types is included below.
E-Cargo Bike Eligibility
· Designed to carry one or more passengers in addition to the rider OR designed to carry heavier or bulkier loads than a traditional bicycle can carry
· Has an extended frame (long tail, long john, Bakfiet, or box bike)
· Extended frame has a published cargo load carrying capacity of at least 100 lbs.
· No minimum purchase price; maximum purchase price of $8,500
Adaptive E-Bike Eligibility
· Have two or three wheels
· Be a recumbent style E-Bike
· Be a standard E-Bike that requires modifications
· It is important to consider that not every retailer sells adaptive E-Bikes and adaptive E-Bikes can be significantly more expensive than standard E-Bikes. 
· There is no minimum purchase price; maximum purchase price of $8,500.
Required Documentation
1. E-Bike Purchase Receipt
Receipt must show total purchase price, must be dated January 1, 2024 or later, and must not show evidence of receiving the state point-of-sale rebate for the purchase. 

2. Proof of residency
Please present any one of the following documents:
· Current valid Colorado Driver’s License or ID 
· Computer-generated bill (utility, credit card, doctor, hospital, etc.) 
· Printed bank statement 
· Pre-printed pay stub (from a period within the last 3 months) 
· First-class mail (from a government agency or court) 
· Current homeowner's, renter's, or motor vehicle insurance policy 
· Mortgage, lease, or rental contract 
· Transcript or report card from an accredited school 
· Motor vehicle registration 
· USPS Change of Address Form CNL107  
· DD Form 214 
All documents must be dated within one year of application. Individuals who are unable to provide any of the documents above to verify a physical Town of Eagle address may be 

eligible to provide alternative documents. If applicants are unhoused in Colorado and receiving services from a government agency or nonprofit organization, a dated letter on the organization's letterhead stating the applicant’s situation may be accepted in place of one of the above documents. 
3. Proof of income

· 2 most recent paystubs from applicant’s current place of employment 
· Most recent W2 statements 
· Most recent tax return (remove sensitive information) 
· Proof of enrollment in any one of the following programs:

· If Social Security is the only source of income and individual is not required to file taxes, 
· use form SSA-1099

· Xcel Energy’s Income Qualified DSM Programs (Line 11 – Adjusted Gross Income is used)

· Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP) 
· Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF) 
· Medicaid
